Based upon model data, observations and subjective input, the following are being forecast for January to June 2012 

for Antigua. 

 

Rainfall  

 

Above normal rainfall is most likely with greater than 18.28 inches. Probabilistically, there is a  

 

 40% chance of above normal rainfall; 

 35% chance of near normal rainfall and 

 25% chance of below normal rainfall.  

 

Temperature 

 

Near normal temperature is most likely with 26.2 to 26.4°C. Probabilistically, there is a  

 

 25% chance of above normal temperature; 

 40% chance of near normal temperature and 

 35% chance of below normal temperature.  

 

 

This outlook will be updated as needed and the outlook for the wet season – Jul to Dec will be issued by May 25.  

 

Definition 

 

The following definitions are being observed based on the 1981 to 2010 dataset: 

 

 Below Normal: Values in the lowest 33.3% of the dataset  

 Near Normal: Values in the middle 33.3% of the dataset 

 Above Normal: Values in the highest 33.3% of the dataset
